The long-term impact is to help to make the Lunda
farmers and their families competitive in agriculture pursuits that are favored by the high
rainfall and abundant land that is available for them. These include milk, fruit, and meat
production, gardening, and field crops. As their incomes improve, their standard of living
will improve and they can better afford the costs of education.
